AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF MONGOLIA
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
PEOPLE'S REPUBLIC OF CHINA
ON INTERNATIONAL ROAD TRANSPORT

The Government of Mongolia and the Government of the People's Republic of
China (hereinafter referred to as the "Contracting Parties"),

Recognizing the importance of providing reliable and highly efficient
international road transport services for the development of foreign trade relations
between the two countries,

—

In pursuing cooperation in the field of international road transport and
international road transport facilitation on equal and mutually beneficial basis,

have agreed as follows:

SECTION 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1

Scope

1. This Agreement shall apply to international road transport of passengers and ‘
goods undertaken by carriers established in the territory of the Contracting Party by :
means of vehicles registered in that state territory, operating to the territory of the other
‘Contracting Party, transiting through the state territory of the other Contracting Party,




or transiting through the state territory of the other Contracting Party toffrom a third
country.

2. This Agreement shall not affect the rights and liabilities of the Contracting
Parties under other international agreements to which they are parties.

Article 2

Terms and Definitions

As used in this Agreement, the terms have the following meanings:

1) Carrier means a natural person or legal person who is registered in the territory
of the Contracting Party and entitled to operate international road transport in
accordance with domestic laws of that Contracting Party.

2) Vehicle means vehicles owned or legally used by the carrier:

For passenger transport: a vehicle with a seating capacity of no less
than 8 (excluding the driver's seat) for the transportation of passengers.
For freight transport: truck, road train and articulated vehicles.

3) Regular passenger transport means passenger transport carried out in
accordance with the routes, timetable, rates, stations of departure and stopping
of passengers, previously agreed by the competent authorities of the
Contracting Parties.

4) hrregular passenger transport means any passenger transport that doesn’t
meet the definition of regular passenger transport.

5) Vehicle permit means a document issued by the competent authorities of the
State of Contracting Party according to which a vehicle, registered in the
territory of the other Contracting Party, is entitled to carry out international road
transport in the territory of the former Contracting Party.

6) Dangerous goods means the dangerous goods stipulated in the relevant
international agreements and treaties concluded or participated by the
Contracting Parties and the domestic laws, regulations and standards of the
country where the transport takes place, as well as substances and objects that
have an impact on national security interests.

7) Special permit means a single-use permit issued by the Contracting Party
according to its domestic laws to the carriers registered in the territory of the
other Contracting Party for the passage of undegradable overweighted,
oversized vehicles or vehicles carrying dangerous goods in territory of the
former Contracting Party.

8) TolFrom a Third Country Permit means the document that one Contracting

Party allows the carrier of the other Contracting Party to transport the goods




from its territory or to its territory to a third country, or from the third country for

one-time transport.

9) Bilateral transport means a transport where the point of departure is in the
territory of the Contracting Party and the point of destination is in the territory
of the other Contracting Party.

10) Transit transport means transport transiting the territory of the Contracting
Party from departing location and to destination outside the territory of that
Contracting Party.

11)Transport to/from third countries means transport carried out by vehicles
registered in the territory of the Contracting Party departing from or arriving in
the territory of the other Contracting Party to/from the territory of third states.

12)Competent authority means the public authority and its authorized entities

responsible for the implementation of this Agreement.

SECTION 2
VEHICLE PERMIT SYSTEM
Article 3

General Provisions

1. Transport vehicles registered in the territory of the Contracting Party shall
obtain vehicle permits or Special permits issued by the competent authority of the
other Contracting Party before entering the host country’s territory, except as provided
for in Article 8 of this Agreement.

2. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall exchange an
agreed number of permits for passenger and freight transport every year. The permits
shall be issued to the carriers by the competent authority of the Contracting Party or
by a body designated by the said authority in the territory of the couritry of
establishment.
3. Permits shall bear the signature of the responsible person and seal of the
competent authority that issues the permits.

4. Vehicle permits are not transferable to other carriers or third parties.

5. Vehicle permits can be used only by one vehicle at a time. Vehicle permits
are valid until January 31 of the next calendar year. For road train with trailer or semi-
trailer, vehicle permits shall only be issued to the tractor.




6. The Joint Committee set up under Article 18 of this Agreement is responsible
for determining the type, format, quota and exchange procedure and any further

conditions of permit use.

7. Issued vehicle permits shall be kept to the carrier on board of the vehicle
during the entire journey and should be presented to the supervision authorities at
their request.

Article 4

Regular Passenger Transport

1. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall be responsible for
coordinating, organizing and issuing regular passenger transport.

2. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall exchange
information in advance concerning the organization of regular passenger services,
including the carrier, the vehicle, drivets and crew members, stations for picking up
and dropping down passengers, border ports, frequency, route and rate.

3. With the regular passenger transport vehicles, the luggage checked by
passengers can be transported by closed vans according to the actual situation of the
port, and the vans would pass through the border with the regular passenger transport

vehicles if the border conditions permit,

4. Competent authority of the Contracting Party who agrees that the domestic
carrier carry out regular passenger transport and issues the permits shall notify the.
other Contracting Party.

5. A ticket system shall be implemented for regular passenger transport.
Regular passenger transport is encouraged to sell tickets through the internet.

Article 5

Irregular Passenger Transport

1. Permits shall be issued by the competent authorities. of the Contracting
parties each time for an irregular passenger transport. Each permit is valid -for one
round trip.

2. When engaged in irregular passenger transport the driver shall carry a
passenger list on board, which shall comply with the format requirements agreed upon
by the competent authorities.




Article 6

Freight Tr‘ansport

1. Freight transport including bilateral transport, transit transport, and transport
to/from third countries, shall only be carried out by carriers holding applicable permits
issued by the competent authority of the Contracting Party, unless otherwise specified

in Article 8 of this Agreement,

2, The transport of goods between the two countries is divided into long-term
freight transport and temporary transport. Long-term freight transport includes the
transport of mineral products, crude oil products, and other goods agreed upon by the
competent authorities of the Contracting Parties. Facilitation of issuing the long-term
freight transport permits and so forth shall be implemented in accordance with the
relevant provisions of the protocol signed by the Contracting Parties.

Article 7 -

Special permit

1. Special permit is required for the transport of the overall dimensions,
maximum authorized payload or axle load of the vehicle used for transport exceed the
prescribed limits according to' the applicable laws and regulations, and technical
norms of where the transport is carried out, the carrier shall, before the start of the
transport, apply to the competent authority of this Contracting Party for a Special

permit.

2. For the transportation of dangerous goods, the carrier shall obtain a Special
permit issued by the competent authority of the other country before the start of
transport.

3. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall exchange lists of
dangerous goods and information on the conditions for the carriage of these
dangerous goods in accordance with their respective domestic laws.

4. The transport of dangerous goods shall be carried out in accordance with
the international treaties to which both Contracting parties are parties and the law of
the country where the transport takes place.

Article 8
Exemption from Permit Requirements

1. The following categories of transport are exempted from permit requirement:




1) exhibits, equipment and materials for fairs and exhibitions;

2) animals, apparatus, equipment and other goods intended for sport events
or circus shows;

3) stage scenery, stage property, musical instruments, equipment, and items

required for filming, broadcasting and television programs;

4) the body and ash of the dead:;

5) mail;

6) items necessary for the provision of humanitarian and medical assistance
in case of natural disasters;

7) movable property during the period of relocation;

8) newly acquired vehicles that are empty when they have transitory (transit)
registration plates; :

9) the defective vehicle, as well as the vehicle sent for its evacuation;

10) for a passenger vehicle aimed at replacing a damaged vehicle.

2. The Joint Committee set up underArticle 18 of this Agreement hereof may
analyse and determine the documents necessary for exemptions listed in paragraph
1 of this Article. Such documents should be provided while carrying out the
transportation mentioned in paragraph 1 of this Article.

SECTION 3
DRIVERS AND VEHICLES
Article 9

Driving License

1. Under the terms of this Agreement, drivers who perform international
passenger and freight road transport shall hold a valid driving license in conformity
with the type of the transporting vehicle. These documents must be translated into the
official language of the other Contracting Party.

2. All documents specified in this Agreement shall be kept on board of the
vehicle and presented at the request of the inspecting authority.




Article 10
Vehicle

1. Vehicles engaged in international transportation should have license plates
registered in the country of their nationality, registration document, national identity
code and the safety technical inspection certification.

The national code of the Mongolian party: MGL.
The national code of the Chinese party: CHN.

Trucks and tractors registered in one Contracting Party may tow trailers or
semi-trailers. registered in the other Contracting Party or in a third party for the
transport of goods.

2. The overall dimensions, maximum authorized payload, axle load and other
 technical characteristics of the vehicle shall comply with the laws, legislations, and
technical standard requirements of where the transportation is carried out.

Article 11

Transportation Requirements

1. Any carrier of the Contracting Party shall not carry out passenger and freight
transport between two. points located in the territory of the other Contracting Party.

2. If the route is determined in the special permit, the carriage must be carried
out in accordance with this route.

'3. Contracting parties shall provide equal conditions for carriers of the
Contracting Party to engage in transport and ensure their legal rights and interests.

4. The competernit authority of one Contracting Party shall supervise the
operation of the transport vehicle on its territory, and provide emergency services
when necessary. If the conditions permit, Contracting Parties can exchange the
transport vehicle data through the information system.




SECTION 4
OTHER PROVISIONS
Article 12

Taxes, Duties, Fees and Charges

1. Carriers of the Contracting Party carrying out the transport of passengers or
goads on the territory of the other Contracting Party shall be exempted from taxes,
levies and other payments connected with the transportation income ownership oruse
of vehicles. The foregoing provisions do not include charges for toll roads, bridges and
tunnels, which should be paid on the basis of the principle of non-discrimination.

2. In accordance with this Agreement, during the carriage of goods, the
Contracting Parties shall not collect customs duties, taxes and charges on the
following goods imported into its territory by the carrier of the other Contracting Party:

1) fuel contained in the fuel tank of the vehicle installed by the manufacturer in
accordance with the technical and structural components of the engine fuel
supply system and fuel contained in the fuel tank of the trailer and semi-trailer
installed by the manufacturer as part of the equipment for heating or cooling

the vehicle;
2) greasing in the quantity necessary for the operation of the vehicle;
3) spare parts and tools intended for the repair of a damaged vehicle engaged

in international road transport.

3. Unused spare parts and tools specified in paragraph 2 of this article shall be
re-exported. The replaced parts must be re-exported or disposed in accordance with
the customs regulations or dispose of in accordance with the laws of the Contracting

Parties on the customs system for component replacement.
Article 13

Border Inspection

1. Border, customs (including quarantine and inspection) and other border
inspections shall be carried out in accordance with international agreements to which
the Contracting Parties are parties. In cases of issues that cannot be settled according
to provisions and rules mentioned above, such a settlement should be carried out in
accordance with the domestic laws and regulations of each Contracting Party.




2. Border, customs (including quarantine and inspection) and other border
inspection shall give priority to inspection .of regular passenger transport vehicles,
-patients in serious condition, animals, penshable goods, dangerous and humanitarian

goods.

Article 14

Transport Inspection

1. Transport inspection shall be carried out in-accordance with the provisions
of international treaties and agreements concluded by the Contracting Parties.
However, in case of problems that cannot be solved by the above-mentioned treaties
and-agreements, they shall be carried out in-accordance with the laws and regulatrons

of their respective countries.

2. The transport department shall give priority to inspection of regular
passenger transport vehicles, patients in serious condition, animals, perishable
goods, dangerous and humanitarian goods.
Article 16

Compliance with Domestic Laws and Regulations

1. Matters not provided for in this Agreement and other international treaties
and agreements to which Mongolia and the People's Republic of China are parties
shall be governed by the laws of their respective countries. '

2. Carriers of the Contracting Parties engaged in international road transport
must comply with the provisions of this Agreement and the legislation and regulations
of the Contracting Party where the carriage is carried out, including traffic rules. In
case of violation, the offender is liable in accordance with the legislation ard
regulations of the State of the Contracting Party in the territory where the action

occurred.
3. When a vehicle engaged in international road transport occurs road traffic.
accident, the Contracting Party shall deal with it in accordance with the laws and
regulations of the country in which the accident occurred, and the other Contracting
Party shall assist in providing the information needed for the investigation of the

accident.

Articie 16

Compulsory Insurance

SECTION &
FINAL PROVISIONS
Article 17

Competent Authorities

1. Any disputes that may arise during the interpretation and implementation of
this Agreement shall be resolved through negotiation and consultation by the

competent authorities. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties under this
Agreement are:

For the Mongolian party: the Ministry of Road and Transport Development of
Mongolia and its authorized bodies;

For the Chinese party: the Ministry of Transport of the People's Republic of
China and its authorized bodies in the provinces.

2. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall negotiate and
determine the protocol of the Agreement.

Article 18

Joint Commission

1. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shail establish a Joint

Commission on International Road Transport to consider matters related fo the
implementation of thjs Agreement.

2. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall hold joint meetings
annually or when necessary to discuss the following issues:

a) Implementation of this. Agreement and other documents signed by the
competent authorities of the Contracting Parties;

b) Matters about exchange of international roag transport permits;




—

c) Determine transportation routes within the framework of this Agreemient;

d) The Contracting Parties shall inform each other of the international road
transportation volume;

e) Other issues related to the implementation of this Agreement.

3. If necessary, the Contracting Parties may invite representatives of relevant
departments and units to participate in the meetings of the Joint Commission on
International Road Transport.

Article 19
Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute regarding the interpretation or implementation of this Agreement
shall be resolved through negotiations and consultations.

Article 20
Amendments and Additions

This Agreement can be amended and supplemented by mutual agreement. The
amendments and supplements shall enter into force in the manner provided in 1tem 1
Article 21 of this Agreement. The protocols are integral parts of this Agreement.

Article 21
Entry into Force and Termination

1. The Contracting Parties shall notify one another by an exchange of
diplomatic notes after the fulfillment of the necessary domestic procedures for entry
into force. This Agreement shall enter into force 30 days after receiving the last written
notification through diplomatic channels of the Contracting Parties.

2. This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period. In case one of the:
Contracting Parties decides fo terminate this Agreement, it will notify the other
Contracting Party in writing through diplomatic channels. This Agreement will be
terminated after 6 months from the date of receipt of such notification.

3. From the date of entry into force of this Agreement, the Agreement between
the Government of Mongolia and the Government of the People's Republic of China
on Motor Transport Agreement dated June 16, 2011 ceases to be valid.
